b. The perfect man sets an example for children to honor their parents.

c. Our spiritual responsibilities do not supersede our family responsibilities
2. If Jesus had time to honor his parents then so do you.

a. No one is ever released from this sacred obligation.  

b. When you can’t do anything else for the people you love, you can at least tell them, “I love you.” 

c. No matter what you do in this life, you can hardly be considered a success if in your rapid climb to the top you neglect to care for your family.  

d. If you can’t honor them while they are alive, you can remember them after they die.

e. If you are unable to speak good about your parents, you can honor them by refusing to speak evil of them.
